The Bible, the Bible, THE BIBLE!
No matter what we all hear that the Bible forms the base of belief for many Churches. For some it is what a friend of mine calls a “paper pope.”
Every Sunday at Church, you will hear four readings from the Bible – they're in the leaflet so you can read them as well.  Over a period of three years, you will have heard (read) pretty much the whole of the Bible.  Folks are often surprised at the central role that Scripture plays in Episcopal worship.
There are a great many translations out there – at my last count at least twenty are currently available.
So which one to buy?
My “hand's down” favorite is the New Revised Standard Version (The NRSV). 

It has a few defects, but far and away it is the MOST accurate and the least “infected” with an ideological point of view – it is not trying to prove anything. 

It is very successful, in my view, in presenting the Scriptures as they were written using the most current Biblical research.
There's some good news too – you can find it online and there are several sites that offer “Bible Study” on line. (http://www.biblestudytools.com/nrs/)
If you go to “google.com'' and enter “NRSV Bible,” you will find a host of sources.
There are some really inexpensive soft cover editions available.  In fact, there are “case lot” prices.  If enough of you and your friends want we could take advantage of the LOW price – under ten dollars, let me know.  And if you cannot afford one, let me know – there is a discretionary fund.

Volunteer Caseworkers Needed for Tornado Response
Starting June 22nd, a number of volunteers will be required to manage cases related to specific family needs for those impacted by the severe weather and tornadoes in April.

This message is to solicit your assistance in canvassing your congregation for parishioners who might consider being a disaster case manager for the victims/survivors of the April 16th tornadoes. One source for identifying potential volunteers is a review of the Skills Survey Form that have been completed and submitted by volunteers interested in assisting in the disaster recovery efforts. Should there be any completed forms where a parishioner marked 'Case Management' or 'Counselor', you are asked to provide their details to Wade Chestnut via return email.

A second source is to announce at upcoming services and in bulletins/newsletters of the need for case managers. Here are a few of the considerations for anyone who might be interested:

Specific duties – click here for a job description provides a detail summary of the work involved;  Training – the person will be trained here in Raleigh in disaster case management tentatively on June 22nd, 23rd and half day on the 24th;Commitment – the person can work as many or as few hours as they desire but must do so for a minimum of six months;

Efforts to keep you posted on the progress of long term disaster recovery in Wake County and areas where your assistance is desired will continue as the process of unmet needs assessment is completed at the end of next week. 7/16-Righteous among the Nation- Chassidey Umot HaOlam, more literally: righteous of the world's nations, also translated as Righteous Gentiles) is an honorific used by the State of Israel to describe non-Jews who risked their lives during the Holocaust to save Jews from extermination by the Nazis.  The term originates with the concept of righteous gentiles, a term used in Judaism to refer to non-Jews who abide by the Seven Laws of Noah.

Bestowing-When Yad Vashem, the Holocaust Martyrs' and Heroes' Remembrance Authority, was established in 1953 by the Knesset, one of its tasks was to commemorate the "Righteous among the Nations". The Righteous were defined as non-Jews who risked their lives to save Jews during the Holocaust. Since 1963, a commission headed by a justice of the Supreme Court of Israel has been charged with the duty of awarding the honorary title "Righteous among the Nations". The commission is guided in its work by certain criteria and meticulously studies all documentation, including evidence by survivors and other eyewitnesses; evaluates the historical circumstances and the element of risk to the rescuer; and then decides if the case accords with the criteria.

To be recognized as "Righteous", a person has to fulfill several criteria: 
· only a Jewish party can put a nomination forward;

· helping a family member or Jewish convert to Christianity does not count;

· the assistance has to be repeated and/or substantial; and

· the assistance has to be given without any financial gain expected in return (although covering normal expenses such as rent or food are acceptable).

A person who is recognized as "Righteous among the Nations" for having taken risks to help Jews during the Holocaust is awarded a medal in his/her name, a certificate of honor, and the privilege of having the name added to those on the Wall of Honor in the Garden of the Righteous at Yad Vashem in Jerusalem. (The last is in lieu of a tree planting, which was discontinued for lack of space.) The awards are distributed to the rescuers or their next-of-kin during ceremonies in Israel, or in their countries of residence through the offices of Israel's diplomatic representatives. These ceremonies are attended by local government representatives and are given wide media coverage.

The Yad Vashem Law also authorizes Yad Vashem "to confer honorary citizenship upon the Righteous among the Nations, and if they have passed away, the commemorative citizenship of the State of Israel, in recognition of their actions." Anyone who has been recognized as Righteous among the Nations is entitled to apply to Yad Vashem for the certificate. If the Righteous among the Nations is no longer alive, their next of kin is entitled to request that commemorative citizenship be conferred on the Righteous among the Nations who has died. Recipients who choose to live in the state of Israel are entitled to a pension equal to the average national wage and free health care, as well as assistance with housing and nursing care.

As of 1 January 2011, 23,788 men and women from 45 countries have been recognized as Righteous among the Nations, representing over 10,000 authenticated rescue stories. Yad Vashem's policy is to pursue the program for as long as petitions for this title are received and are supported by solid evidence that meets the criteria.

Our diocese functions under a bishop, the Rt. Rev. Michael B. Curry. The Rt. Rev. William O. Gregg is the Assistant Bishop, and the Rt. Rev. Alfred “Chip” Marble, is the Assisting Bishop.

We are one of three dioceses in North Carolina, including the Diocese of East Carolina and the Diocese of Western North Carolina, and one of 110 dioceses that make up the Episcopal Church in the USA, a community of 2.4 million members in America and abroad. The Episcopal Church is headed by a presiding bishop, currently the Most Rev. Katharine Jefferts Schori.

We are also part of the Anglican Communion, a global community of 74 million persons in 38 member provinces throughout the world, headed by the Archbishop of Canterbury, currently the Most Rev. and Rt. Hon. Rowan Williams.

The business of the diocese is conducted by the Annual Diocesan Convention, with representatives from every congregation participating in legislative and corporate matters. The upcoming 195th Convention will be held Jan. 21-22, 2011, in Winston-Salem.
